Marios | Marios carries several lines that incorporate social/environmental attributes such as Zegna and Edun. Each year on March 10, they hold an in-store fundraiser called Mar10 for various local charities.
Butch Blum | Butch Blum was one of the first retails to introduce European designers to Seattle and maintains its leadership through the newly remodeled store that is LEED certified and by carrying premiere sustainable lines such as Stella McCartney and Armani.  Last year in their magazine they recognized sustainable and environmental leaders in the Pacific Northwest.  The green issue was said to be their favorite yet.
Mode | An organic salon, Mode uses and sells only products that are organic and/or have natural ingredients.  They regularly donate funds, products and services to organizations working to make our planet a healthier place.
La Rousse | La Rousse is a boutique that offers several sustainable lines including Sameunderneath, Del Forte and Michelle K. They are also dedicated to highlighting local designers and artists.
1 Hotel | 1 Hotel & Residences Seattle reaches 23 stories skyward in an elegant, one-of-a-kind collection of environmentally sensitive homes featuring interiors by some of the world's most celebrated designers.  It will be first of a series of similar hotels all over the world.  
Etherea | Etherea is an Aveda concept salon and are very involved in the community. Etherea is also a charter member of Sustainable Style Foundation whose owner, Mark Rosen, was president of the SSF board for two years.  
Chartreuse | Chartreuse offers new and used vintage modern furniture and accessories.  
Taste | At Taste, they work hard to provide food that is local, fresh and seasonal. They believe that they must take a stand on many issues surrounding our food supply. They understand that the effects of our choices extend well beyond the walls of our kitchens. Thy choose to invest in our community by buying products from local farmers and artisans in support of sustainable farming practices, committed to nourishing and replenishing the local land.
